• A plant list (common names are okay) on 8½- by 11-inch paper 
• Two to four pages of images (minimum 4- by 6-inch photo size). Use  8½- by 11-inch paper, 

single-sided. If your images are digital, please print them out on 8½- by 11-inch paper.
